Third, the UOW Careers Service has developed 
many innovative programs available to all 
students which give you the opportunity to 
gain valuable experience and practical skills 
from working with employers.

CERTIFICATE IN  
GLOBAL WORKPLACE 
PRACTICE
As part of the UOW commitment to improving 
the employment prospects of international 
students, the UOW Careers Service employed 
extra staff to set up a new program called 
the Certificate in Global Workplace Practice 
(CGWP).

The program helps students:

Develop the English language skills ��
necessary for Australian and 
international workplaces
Understand the culture of Australian and ��
international employers and workmates 
and how best to work with them
Understand the Australian job search ��
process and how best to look for and 
obtain a job in Australia
Obtain work experience placements with ��
employers in Sydney and the Illawarra 
region—and, like all Careers Service 
programs and workshops, it’s completely 
free of charge. 

The Certificate comprises six modules:

1. Workplace Language
You learn the practical English skills you 
need to get a job: resume writing, interview 
skills, and assessment centres. You also 
learn practical language needed every day  
in the modern Australian workplace. 

2. Workplace Culture
You learn about the professional culture of 
businesses in Australia. This module 
explores things such as cultural difference 
and common employment arrangements, 
and prepares you to meet the expectations  
of Australian employers. 

3. Job Search Skills
This module covers everything you need  
to know about finding and applying for jobs 
in Australia. You learn about the recruitment 
process, and have the chance to sit practice 
job interviews, so you’re well prepared for  
the real thing. 
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WORKING DURING YOUR 
STUDIES
It is possible for students to find part-time 
work in Wollongong. However, competition 
from other students and local residents is 
high, so you will need to do quite a lot of 
research and submit many applications to 
increase your chances of finding a job. Many 
students also find part-time jobs in Sydney. 

You will need to be careful to balance any 
part-time work with your commitments to 
University studies, as your first objective 
should be to complete your course 
successfully. Getting the right balance 
between work and study requires skill in  
time management. This is especially true  
if you are living in Wollongong and travelling 
to Sydney for part-time work. Full-time 
students at UOW typically need to devote  
at least 48 hours per week to their studies, 
including attending lectures, formal classes 
and in private study, although you may  
need to spend more time than this to 
achieve good results. 

You should also be flexible in the types of 
jobs you are prepared to do, as it is less 
likely that you will be able to find work 
related to your area of study. Typical part-
time jobs taken by students are in the retail, 
services and hospitality sectors, for example 
in restaurants, shops and supermarkets, 
sales, call centres, deliveries etc. Rates  
of pay vary: you can expect to earn 
approximately A$12 to A$20 per hour 
(before tax).

Your student visa allows you to work 20 
hours per week during each session, and 
full-time during session breaks only.

The UOW Careers Service can also help  
you with preparing your job application with 
mock interviews and resume reviews even 
for part time and casual employment. It is 
important to remember that Australian 
employers may expect to see different things 
in your resume to what employers in your 
home country may expect to see.

Many employers in Wollongong advertise job 
vacancies in the classifieds section of the 
local Illawarra Mercury newspaper. Sydney-
based positions are usually advertised in the 
Sydney Morning Herald or Daily Telegraph. 
Most job advertisements are placed in the 
Saturday edition of each newspaper.

There are many newspapers and magazines 
published in other languages that frequently 
advertise employment opportunities.

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LOCATION
The City of Wollongong is located 80km 
south of Sydney on the south coast of New 
South Wales. It is just one hour from Sydney 
International Airport and 90 minutes from 
central Sydney by road or train.

Wollongong is the primary city of the Illawarra 
region—home to nearly 400,000 people—
and is Australia’s ninth largest city. 

Wollongong is situated between the Illawarra 
escarpment and the Pacific Ocean. To the 
north it is bordered by the Royal National 
Park, and Lake Illawarra to the south. For 
people looking for a relaxed but cosmopolitan 
lifestyle and atmosphere, Wollongong provides 
the perfect mix with several patrolled beaches 
and a busy and multicultural CBD.

NEVER A DULL MOMENT
Wollongong’s location, climate and lifestyle 
provide for many amazing recreational 
opportunities. Visitors to the region can spend 
their time fishing, sailing, scuba diving, 
swimming, mountain climbing, hang gliding, 
cycling, taking in the arts, shopping —and 
more! Whatever your interests, Wollongong 
has something to offer.

All year round there are productions in the 
performing arts centres around the region  
or you could visit the Wollongong City Gallery, 
Articles Fine Art Gallery, the Wollongong 
Conservatorium of Music, Illawarra Performing 
Arts Centre or the Illawarra Museum.  

The Illawarra region makes the most of 
outdoor living and dining on the coast, 
offering a wide choice of restaurants, bars 
and sidewalk cafés; the variety of cuisine 
reflects Wollongong’s diverse multicultural 
community. The city has a wide choice of 
nightlife, with many pubs, clubs and live 
music venues—including the WIN 
Entertainment Centre, a 6,000-seat 
auditorium that attracts some of the  
world’s biggest artists. 

TOP FIVE THINGS TO DO IN 
WOLLONGONG
1. EXPERIENCE THE AUSTRALIAN 
ENVIRONMENT
Wollongong is a great place to experience  
the unique Australian natural environment. 
There are two wildlife parks near UOW—one 
20 minutes north, another an hour south—
where you can meet iconic Australian 
animals up close such as koalas, kangaroos 
and dingos. Also nearby is Minnamurra 
Rainforest, a living remnant of the prehistoric 
rainforest that once covered much of the 
Illawarra region. 

2. WORLD-FAMOUS TEMPLES
Wollongong has a rich multicultural heritage. 
People from all around the world practise 
their religions in and around Wollongong, 
and over the years two remarkable temples 
have been built in the area. The Nan Tien 
temple in the south of Wollongong is the 
largest Buddhist temple in the southern 
hemisphere, and it attracts several hundred 
thousand tourists from all over the world 
every year. In the nearby town of Helensburgh 
is home to the Sri Venkateswara Hindu 
temple—again, the largest complex of its 
kind in the southern hemisphere. 

3. OUTDOOR LIVING
Australia is famous for its beaches, with good 
reason, and the beaches on the south coast 
of New South Wales are some of the best in 
the country. The greater Wollongong area has 
17 patrolled white sand beaches—and there 
are many more down the south coast. They 
offer excellent surfing, swimming, sightseeing, 
fishing and walking. Wollongong is also home 
to Mt Keira, a popular walk and lookout for 
both tourists and locals, with great views of 
the Illawarra.

4. TAKE A FRESH LOOK
The Illawarra is a great place to sightsee, 
from traditional options to something unique. 
You can take the breathtaking Grand Pacific 
Drive north out of the city, or a whale-
watching cruise. You can take a hot air 
balloon ride from nearby Campbelltown,  
or a vineyard tour in the farmlands south  
of the city. For something a little different, 
you could undertake a meditation retreat  
at the Nan Tien temple, a coastal cycle tour, 
or a trek through the expansive, untouched 
bushland of the Royal and Nattai national 
parks. Or you can travel to Robertson and 
climb the unique Illawarra Fly Tree Top walk
—a 25-metre tall elevated boardwalk nestled 
in the canopy of the temperate Southern 
Highlands rainforest, with superb views  
over the Illawarra region. 

5. SPORT
There is a range of local sporting competitions, 
including netball, cricket, rugby league, 
rugby union, and AFL, available for 
membership. There are also three golf 
courses—one in Wollongong, and two more 
within a half-hour drive. The Illawarra is also 
a great location for skydiving, go-karting, 
hang-gliding, paintball and mountain biking 
if you’re feeling a bit more adventurous! The 
Illawarra is home to several national sporting 
teams including the St George-Illawarra 
Dragons who have regular home games. 
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AN INSPIRING STUDY 
ENVIRONMENT 
UOW’s main campus is only five kilometres 
from the Wollongong city centre, and is easily 
reached by public transport. The University 
is a fifteen-minute walk from the North 
Wollongong train station, and is serviced by 
buses to and from all areas of the city. 

Our international community draws students 
from around Australia and more than 70 
countries. You will have the opportunity to 
interact with a highly diverse student 
population in a variety of academic, social 
and work environments. You will also have 
access to world-class sporting facilities 
through the University Recreation and 
Aquatic Centre. 

On-campus, the Unicentre offers a number 
of cafes, restaurants and a bar, as well a 
variety of fast food eateries and outdoor 
dining areas; conference facilities; a bank; 
bookshops; retail outlets; a post office; 
medical services; and a travel agency.

This 
assistance enables students to undertake 
their research and produce a thesis to the 
best of their ability. 

CONFERENCE TRAVEL FUND 
Research students are entitled to access  
the Conference Travel Fund during their 
studies. This fund assists with the cost of 
accommodation, travel and conference 
registration fees for students whose papers 
have been accepted at a conference. 

STATISTICAL CONSULTING 
SERVICE

DOCTOR OF PHILOSOPHY (3 YEARS)
The Doctor of Philosophy (PhD) involves 
in-depth research that makes an original 
contribution to the body of knowledge in a 
specific discipline. Students are required to 
demonstrate their capability for independent 
research leading to the production of a 
written thesis of their research findings.

PROFESSIONAL DOCTORATES (3–4 YEARS)
These prepare professional leaders with 
research experience in their chosen area  
of study. Students usually undertake a  
thesis and approved study that may include 
specified coursework and/or practical work 
and/or performance. There are a number  
of professional doctorates in the areas of 
Business Administration, Public Health, 
Education, Psychology and Creative Arts.

MASTERS BY RESEARCH (1–1.5 YEARS)
The standard duration of the Masters by 
Research is 1.5 years, comprising two-thirds 
research (48 credit points) and one-third 
coursework (24 credit points). Advanced 
standing for some or all of the coursework 
component may be granted to those who 
have completed a substantial piece of  
written research, for example in a Bachelor 
(Honours) or Masters by Coursework degree. 
If advanced standing is granted for the full 
coursework component, the duration of the 
Masters by Research is one year. This is 
considered when assessing your application 
and you will be advised of any advanced 
standing and the duration of the course  
in your offer letter.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS FOR 
RESEARCH DEGREES
Admission to a research degree normally 
requires the completion of a recognised  
four-year Bachelor (Honours) degree 
awarded at Class II, Division 2 or higher  
in a discipline relevant to the intended area 
of research. Completion of a Masters by 
Coursework degree containing substantial 
research or research methodology may also 
be considered. Some research courses have 
additional entry requirements. These are 
included in the Faculty course descriptions 
in this brochure. Applicants to a PhD may  
in some cases be required to commence 
their enrolment in the relevant Masters by 
Research course and then apply to transfer 
to the PhD if they achieve a suitable 
standard. All students must also meet the 
English language requirements shown on 
page 75.
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HOW TO APPLY FOR A 
RESEARCH PROGRAM
FIND A SUPERVISOR AND AN ACADEMIC UNIT
Your first step is to determine your preferred 
field of study and find the Faculty or 
Academic Unit that will best meet your 
requirements. Details of the University’s 
research strengths are listed below and 
detailed in the Faculty sections of this 
brochure. You are encouraged to visit the 
staff web pages of each Faculty to identify  
a potential supervisor who matches your 
area of research interest. 

FIND A RESEARCH TOPIC
You should contact a potential supervisor, 
postgraduate studies or Faculty Head to 
discuss the broad plan for your research 
project prior to applying for admission.

You will need to develop and submit with 
your application a clear research proposal 
summarising the topic/field of research  
you would like to pursue, including your 
proposed methodology and motivations  
for wanting to undertake this research.

Coursework programs have all (or the 
majority) of their requirements met by the 
completion of face-to-face classroom 
subjects in a particular discipline or 
professional area. Assessment may be based 
on a combination of written assignments, 
presentations, formal examinations, class 
participation or practical exercises. Individual 
courses may offer students the chance to 
include a research subject. 

There are three main types of coursework 
degrees: 

MASTERS BY COURSEWORK (1–2 YEARS) 
Normally for those who have a recognised 
Bachelor degree in the same discipline as 
the Masters degree, or in a related discipline. 
There are some Masters degrees which are 
open to students with a Bachelor degree in 
any major, for example the MBA, Master of 
Commerce, Master of International Business, 
Master of Professional Accounting and 
Master of Computer Studies. 

GRADUATE DIPLOMA (1 YEAR) 
These courses are normally for students 
seeking to take a different educational 
direction from their Bachelor degree. 

GRADUATE CERTIFICATE (6 MONTHS) 
Designed as a pathway to further study for 
those without a Bachelor degree, but with 
other academic qualifications and relevant 
professional experience. 

ARTICULATION 
Completion of a Graduate Certificate or 
Graduate Diploma will normally lead to entry 
into a Masters degree, in some cases with 
advanced standing (credit transfer or 
exemptions). In the course descriptions 
section of this booklet, courses that articulate 
in some way are grouped together and 
details of progression to a higher course level 
are set out under the heading “Articulation”. 

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS 
The details under “Entry Requirements” in 
the course details section show the minimum 
academic entry requirements for each course. 
Note these are indicative only and do not 
guarantee a place in the course. These 
requirements may be amended at any time. 
All academic studies you have undertaken 
will be taken into account when considering 
your application. 

All students must also meet the English 
language requirements shown on page 75. 
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GLOSSARY
Following is an explanation of some 
important terms used in the entry 
requirements: 

duration – where a minimum length is 
required for qualifications or work experience, 
this means the minimum duration on a  
full-time basis. 

equivalent average mark – where shown, the 
percentage mark relates to the requirement 
from an Australian degree. If not shown, the 
actual percentage mark will not usually be 
lower than 50%. While similar grading 
systems are used around the world, many 
countries have different systems to those 
used in Australia (where the pass mark is 
commonly 50%). Examples of different 
systems for which UOW sets an ‘equivalent’ 
mark include the following: 

China: as the normal pass mark for a 
Bachelor degree in China is 60%, a Masters 
course requiring 60% from an Australian 
degree will normally require 70% from a 
Chinese degree. 

India, Nepal, Bangladesh, Pakistan, Sri 
Lanka: UOW takes into account both the 
ranking of the applicant’s university and  
the local marking system in setting an 
equivalent average mark. A degree awarded 
in at least second division is the minimum 
requirement for most degrees; however,  
the percentage requirement or division  
may be higher depending on the ranking  
of the university attended.

professional experience or work experience 
– employment in a position relevant either  
to your previous academic qualifications or 
to the course applied for. The experience 
should be at a senior level (for example as  
a manager or supervisor) or in a professional 
discipline with a considerable level of 
responsibility in employment (for example 
engineers, accountants, health professionals, 
marketing executives). This information 
should be provided in the Employment 
Details section of the application form and 
be supported with documentary evidence 
including a detailed curriculum vitae and 
letters from previous employers. 

professional recognition – UOW courses are 
recognised internationally and in Australia 
through accreditation by professional 
organisations, and some of these are 
included under the heading “professional 

recognition” in the course listing. In addition 
to completing an approved program of subjects 
within an accredited course, additional criteria 
—completion of a period of professional 
experience, or independent assessment of 
previous qualifications or work experience, 
for example—may need to be fulfilled to 
meet the membership requirements for 
some organisations. It is your responsibility 
to check with the relevant accrediting 
authority for full details of their requirements. 

recognised Bachelor degree – the qualification 
must be assessed as equivalent to an 
Australian Bachelor degree and from an 
institution recognised by UOW. These 
assessments may take into account 
recommendations from the Department  
of Education, Science & Training’s National 
Office of Overseas Skills Recognition 
(NOOSR), other international assessment 
authorities and the University’s own 
determinations. 

relevant – used with reference to tertiary 
qualifications and work experience, 
“relevant” means in an area related to the 
specific course applied for. 

tertiary qualifications – used to refer to 
academic qualifications completed after high 
school, at an institution recognised by UOW, 
other than Bachelor or Masters degrees. 

COURSE STRUCTURES 
Coursework degrees at UOW are based on a 
credit point structure. Individual subjects are 
allocated a credit point value: the majority of 
subjects have a value of 6 or 8 credit points 
(cp) each. A typical structure for a one-year 
coursework degree is the completion of eight 
subjects worth 6cp each, totalling 48 credit 
points. As a guide, the workload to pass a 
6cp subject is an average of twelve hours per 
week, including attending class and studying 
in your own time. Details of the credit points 
required to complete each degree are shown 
next to the duration for each course. You 
should note the following when reading the 
course structure information: 

not all elective subjects are available in ��

you should verify details of the latest ��
course structures and subjects within 
the relevant faculty via the online Course
