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EXPERIENCE NATURE
Wollongong is a great place to experience  
the unique Australian natural environment. 
There are two wildlife parks near UOW— 
one 20 minutes north, another an hour 
south—where you can meet iconic 
Australian animals up close (koalas, 
kangaroos, dingoes and more). Also nearby 
is Minnamurra Rainforest, a living remnant 
of the prehistoric rainforest that once 
covered much of the Illawarra region. 

LEARN TO SURF
Or if you already know how, enjoy some 
world-class breaks right on your doorstep. 
Australia is famous for its white sand 
beaches and surfing with good reason. You’ll 
find plenty of surf schools in Wollongong  
and down the South Coast for beginners, 
and it’s a great way to spend some time in 
the warmer months. Experienced surfers will 
be spoilt for choice, with dozens of spots to 
choose, from Sandon Point in the north 
down to Aussie Pipe south of nearby Nowra. 

THE TEMPLES
Wollongong has a rich multicultural heritage. 
People from all around the world practise 
their religions in and around Wollongong, 
and over the years two remarkable temples 
have been built in the area. The Nan Tien 
temple in the south of Wollongong is the 
largest Buddhist temple in the southern 
hemisphere, and it attracts several hundred 
thousand tourists from all over the world 
every year. The nearby town of Helensburgh 
is home to the Sri Venkateswara Hindu 
temple—again, the largest complex of its 
kind in the southern hemisphere. 

THE BARBIE
The Australian barbeque. This is a must for 
anyone who wants the authentic Australian 
experience. Ignore the myths, though—what 
it comes down to is having fun with your 
friends outdoors. From teppanyaki to tandoori, 
wurst to kebabs, anything goes. Many public 
parks and nature reserves in coastal Australia 
have barbeque facilities, and it’s a favourite 
way to spend a weekend afternoon for locals 
and international visitors alike.

SPORT
There is a range of local sporting 
competitions, including netball, cricket,  
rugby league, rugby union, and AFL, available 
for membership. There are also three golf 
courses—one in Wollongong, and two within  
a half-hour drive. The Illawarra is also a great 
location for skydiving, hang-gliding and 
mountain biking if you’re feeling a bit more 
adventurous! The St George Illawarra Dragons 
rugby league team, Wollongong Wolves soccer 
club, and the Wollongong ahm Hawks and 
Kittyhawks basketball teams all play regular 
home games.

For something a little different, you 
could go on a coastal cycle tour, or a trek 
through the expansive, untouched bushland 
of the Royal and Nattai national parks. Or 
you can travel to Robertson and climb the 
unique Illawarra Fly Tree Top walk—a 
25-metre tall elevated boardwalk nestled  
in the canopy of the temperate Southern 
Highlands rainforest.

PRIVATE ACCOMMODATION
Affordable private accommodation is readily 
available in Wollongong. There are two styles: 
shared and single. Occupants of most 
shared accommodation will divide household 
expenses such as telephone and electricity. 
Typical costs for private rental are shown 
below (note that these are approximate  
costs determined at the time of publication. 
Costs are per week in $A and may vary):

Unfurnished room – $120–$170  ��
Furnished room – $135–$210  ��
Unfurnished Apartment – $200–$350��
House – $300–$450  (3 or 4 bedrooms, ��
unfurnished)

If you want to live in private accommodation, 
you should arrive in Wollongong at least  
four weeks before session. Accommodation 
Services holds a database of rental 
accommodation and can provide assistance 
to students seeking private accommodation. 
Short-term accommodation can be booked 
before your arrival in Australia so you have 
somewhere to stay while you are looking for  
a more permanent arrangement. It can be 
requested on the Airport Pickup application.

It’s important that you select the right uni 
degree, so we suggest you do as much 
research as you can before making  
your choice.

A Bachelor degree is the first level of tertiary 
study. Bachelor courses in Australia do not 
have a freshman year, and the content is 
specific to the degree from the first session 
of study. Most Bachelor degrees take three 
years of full-time study (six sessions). 

If you take an Honours year, the duration will 
be four years of study and you will graduate 
with a Bachelor (Honours) degree. Honours 
usually comprises a research component 
and is considered a qualification above  
and beyond a normal Bachelor degree. 

Some degrees (including Engineering, 
Education, and a number of Science and 
Health degrees) take four years and have an 
optional integrated Honours year available as 
the fourth year of study. In these cases, the 
award of the Bachelor degree at Pass or 
Honours level depends on academic 
performance over the four years of study. 

Some degrees may provide you with the 
opportunity to study a prescribed double 
major within a single degree, which means 
that you acquire knowledge in two 
specialised areas. For example, you could 
study a Bachelor of Commerce (Marketing  
& Economics) or a Bachelor of Arts (History 
& Politics). A double major can normally  
be completed in the same length of time as 
the standard Bachelor degree. Major studies 
are sometimes also called Specialisations.	

DOUBLE DEGREES
By studying a UOW double degree you can 
complete two Bachelor degrees in less time 
than it would take to complete the two degrees 
separately. As an example, where one of the 
degrees normally takes four years and the 
other three years, you may be able to complete 
the double degree combination in as little  
as five years, depending on the schedule of 
subjects available in each session. 

For details of double degrees available, 
please see the table on page 29.

HONOURS DEGREES
Students who meet the required standard of 
achievement in their UOW Bachelor degree 
(normally a Credit or 65% average, but higher 
for some courses) can apply for admission to 
an Honours degree, which requires a fourth 
year of study. A project or thesis will form a 
substantial part of the Honours year work.

UOW also offers a full range of postgraduate 
study options for those who have completed 
undergraduate studies. 

ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS
With the required level of achievement, high 
school leavers (Year 12 or equivalent) can 
enter directly into Bachelor degrees at UOW, 
based on results in recognised Australian or 
overseas schooling and examination systems. 

In order to succeed in your chosen course, it is 
assumed you have completed relevant subjects 
in your senior high school studies or other 
relevant qualifications. This is particularly 
important for degrees that have a strong basis in 
mathematics or science, including degrees 
offered by the Faculties of Engineering, Health & 
Behavioural Sciences, Informatics and Science. 

Applicants for courses in Creative Arts must 
also provide a portfolio of their work.
